With reference to above subject it is come to our notice that  date of confirmation  of JTOs has been changed from existing dates done by the then S.E.(C), Telecom Civil Circle, Ambala vide letter No. 3(16) SE/TCC/AB/3569-3622 dated 28.09.1995 without any fault of them. Their earlier confirmation was in accordance with Govt. of India, Ministry of Public Grievances and Pensions, New Delhi letter No. 18011/1/86-Estt/(D) Dated 28.03.1988  which was correct as their probation period expires on that date  after two years of joining duty as JE(Civil) .
Now vide your above referred letter their date of confirmation has been taken after the date of completion of their Entry level training as JE (Civil), which is arbitrary and against the rules of Govt. of India as stated in above Para, as after their date of joining as JE (Civil) no entry level training was offered to them within their probation period of two years, then how one can complete any training when the same has not been offered to him within the given time period. As and when this training was offered to them very 1st time they immediately joined it and successfully completed the same.
Now in a recent case honorable Supreme Court of India on 08.07.2010 has given its verdict regarding date of confirmation which has been endorsed to all Departments/Ministries of Govt. of India by Govt. of India, Ministry of Public Grievances and Pensions, New Delhi letter No. 18011/1/2010-Estt(C) Dated August 30, 2010 . In  this letter also the Ministry of Public Grievances and Pensions, New Delhi has again quoted to follow the same letter i.e. letter No. 18011/1/86-Estt/(D) Dated 28.03.1988  regarding date of confirmation.

You are requested to modify these arbitrary, unwarranted and career affecting orders as per the Apex Court Judgment stated above so that mental tension caused to them due to these orders can be avoided.
